Irrespective of the type of medical care that is deemed to be part of public health care, one thing
is obvious: the medical treatment of every single patient is decisively affected by this decision.
Against this backdrop, an examination of the incentives and the machinery of sanctions that
determine the kind of medical treatment that is available would appear to be beneficial. One
reason for this is that the decisions that are taken are based on both professional ethics and
economic efficiency and they are crucial for overall distributive outcomes.
